Finally, we would like to ask authors for keeping the 
following rules: 

• The Radioengineering journal prefers American 
English: we prefer color to colour, modeling to mo-
delling, behavior to behaviour, etc. 

• From the final editing point of view, we ask you to 
minimize the number of frames in the manuscript. 
Frames usually cause serious editing problems to us. 

• More than 90% of papers are submitted electronically 
via e-mail. We prefer this way of submitting due to 
better flexibility and lower costs. On the other hand, 
enclosures exceeding 1 MB might cause delivery 
problems. We therefore recommend delivery of the 
zipped version of the paper. If even the zipped 
version exceeds 1 MB, be so kind and contact us so 
that the problem can be solved individually. 
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The headline “Acknowledgements” is of the same 
style as the headline “References” – References-title. The 
text of acknowledgements is of the style Normální; Basic. 

The authors are asked to pay special attention to the 
form of references. The NAMES OF AUTHORS should be 
typed in capitals, the Titles of Journals, Books or 
Proceedings in italics with the first capital letter in all 
significant words. The tittles of articles are typed similarly 
as the basic text without the first capital letter in all words. 
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About Authors... 

The name of the 
author is typed in bold letters, the surname is written in 
capitals. The biography is typed using the style Authors-
text. For one author, one paragraph of the biography is 
devoted.
